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ABOUT THE COLONEL'S BEQUEST

The COLONEL’S BEQUEST is different from many
adventure games. It can best be described as an
interactive play in 8 acts. You will play the entire game
in one location, on an isolated island in a bayou. Events
can take place throughout that locale at any time during
the game, and they may occur whether you are present
or not.

At the end of each Act, a clock will appear on your
screen and strike the hour. It will also appear at other
intervals during the game. Take note of the events
which cause this to happen, and your location at the
time it occurs, as this will help you to keep track of your
progress. Being in the right place at the right time can
be invaluable.

Also, if you have thoroughly explored a room, don’t
assume that the next time you visit the room things will
be the same. While you are exploring another area,
someone else may enter the room and leave a valuable
clue for you to find!

LAURAE: (seemingly-absorbed in‘her studies) That sounds nice, Lil. You must be so-excited.

“LILLIAN: Yes, I suppose’l am. (looks slightly puzzled, then her face suddenly lights up)
Maybe you'd like to come along! Unclé Henri’s mansion is on a private island, right in the
middle.of the bayou. Someone like you should find it fascinating!

LAURA: I don’t kinow, Lillian. I really should study.
LILLIAN: Oh; come on Laura. Tt'll be fun!
(pause)

LAURA: (looking up anid closing fier book) Well; F'suppose it won't hurt. At any rate it should
be more fun than reviewing for my biplogy exam.

LILLIAN: Oh, we'ré going to have such a time. You won’t regret it, Laura!

SCENE II
Scene: Night. A dark and misty bayou .
LAURA and LILLIAN skim through the
gloom aboard a small skiff. A tall and
silent BLACK MAN pilots them. The
silence.is broken occasionally by the eerie
cry of a night bird. Finally the form of a
grand house becomes discernible through
the dense trees. The skiff comes to a halt
at a small-dock, and the girls disembark.
Without a word, the BLACK MAN turns
the boat around and is quickly l last in the
dark mists of the bayou. LAURA waiches

Scene: An island in the swam,
unkempt grounds of Colonel Byun ’s estate.

(LILLIAN pauses, looks wistful, as though recalling fond memories.)

LILLIAN: He's a peculiar old bird, though. He covets his privacy and detests being bothered.
That’s why he bought this place (gestures about them). When L-was a little girl, he would
invite me t0 visit him here in the summers. Looking back, it seems that I was the only one in
the family that he really cared about. That I'm puzzled about this *family reunion’. I
never would have expected a family gathering at Uncle Henri’s.

SCENE 1V

Scene: The large front porch of the Dijon
mansion. LILLIAN aind LAURA stan

center stage before an immense door. On-the .
door are two huge door knockers.

LILLIAN: (reaches for one of the door
knockers, giggles) Kinda creepy, isn’t it?

(LILLIAN brings the door knocker down
with a loud BANG! and again BANG! A
short pause, then the door creaks open to
reveal JEEVES, the 1all gaunt butler.)

JEEVES: (in a deep, imposing voice) Yeees

(pause; as DUON clears his throat)

COLONEL DIJON: Asyou know, I am a very wealthy man., Unfortunately, I beliéve my end
is near, and 50T have decided (0 bequeath my many miilions to each of you. ..

(pause, as DIJON appears 10 notice LAURA for the first time)
COLONEL DLJON: Who are you, dear?

LAURA: (nervously) Oh, T beg your pardon sir. my name is Laura Bow
Lillian's. Would you like me to leave the room while you talk about this

COLONEL DLJON: No, o, just it where you are, I'm nearly finished, Now where was 2

(DIJON signals FIFL, who turns hiim around and wheels him from the room. The group sits in
silence until DUON is gone.)

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HOW TO READ THIS MANUAL

Throughout this manual we will be using the following ways of representing information:

MENU COMMANDS will be capitalized.
Example: SAVE, RESTORE, QUIT, PAUSE

Typed commands will appear as bold type.
Example: ‘type: ask lillian about ethel’
‘type: cd \sierra’

Portions of the command line not meant to be typed will not appear in bold type. For
example, in the line ‘type: cd \sierra’, ‘type:’ should not be typed.

[Example text] and [Keystrokes] will appear in brackets setting them off from the
surrounding text. The brackets ([]) are not keystrokes and should not be typed.
Example: [object], [character], [Spacebar], [Tab], [PageUp]

Two or more keys that should be pressed at the same time will be separated by a hyphen
(). This hyphen is not a keystroke, and should not be typed.
Example: *Press [Ctrl-1] to view your inventory.”

If a space appears between parts of a command, it is meant to be typed.

Example: ‘ly‘fe cd \sierra’ (the space between cd and \sierra should be typed as part of
the command.

The term ‘diskette” is used to refer to either 5.25" or 3.5" data storage disks.

ALL SYSTEMS
PLEASE NOTE: It is important that you view the README file on your game disk as it
may contain important information and instructions that were not available at the time
the documentation and other materials for this game were printed. Failure to review the
README file before installing the program may result in unexpected consequences
during the installation and/or running of the program.

MS-DOS README INSTRUCTIONS
To view the README file from DOS, type: readme. If the file is longer than one screen, Use
[Page Up}/[Page Down] to scroll through the file one screen at a time.

ATARI ST README INSTRUCTIONS

To view the README file from the desktop, double-click on the README.DOC icon. You
will see a message box with choices for SHOW, PRINT, and CANCEL. Choose SHOW to



view the file one screen at a time. Press [ENTER] to see the next screen. Choose PRINT to
print the file. Choose CANCEL to escape the message box.

AMIGA README INSTRUCTIONS
Insert WorkBench disk into drive DF0: and turn on your system. Double-click on the CLI icon.

Users with one drive: Copy the ‘type’ command into your RAM disk. See your Amiga
owner’s manual for instructions. Insert game disk 1. Type: type readme.

Users with more than one drive: Insert WorkBench in drive DF0:. Insert game disk 1 in
drive DFL:. Type cd DF1:. Type: type readme.

GETTING STARTED: DISKETTE DRIVES

It is always advisable to make back-up copies of your master program diskettes to increase the
life of the masters and guard against accidents. Follow your computer’s instructions to make
copies of all game diskettes.

Even if you will be playing from a hard disk, you may also want to format a blank disk for
saving games. Follow your computer’s instructions to format a blank diskette and keep it
handy for saving your game as you play. For some helpful tips on saving games, see the
“Saving Your Game’ (Page 9) and ‘Interacting with The Colonel's Bequest’ (Page 9) sections
of this manual.

When installing your program, you may be prompled to insert a ‘Drivers” disk. If you receive
this prompt, please examine your disks and insert the disk marked ‘Drivers’ and press
[ENTERY, so that the appropriate drivers will be loaded. Some games do not include a separatc
“Drivers’ disk.

MS-DOS

INSTALL THE GAME

Place the back-up copy you have made of disk 1 into your diskette drive. Type the letter of the
drive you have placed the diskette into followed by a colon (for example: a:), and press
[ENTERY]. Type: install and press [ENTER].

Answer the onscreen questions using the up and down [Arrow] keys to highlight your
selections, then press [ENTER] to select. You will be asked if you wish to install the game on
your hard disk. If you do nof wish the game to be installed on your hard disk, press [ESC] to
Skip this step. If you want to install the game on your hard disk, enter the letter designation of
your hard disk (usually C) and follow the prompts.

Please note: Even if you install to a hard disk, the install procedure will write a file
named RESOURCE.CFG to disk 1. For the installation to be completed correctly, DISK
1 MUST NOT BE WRITE PROTECTED. No other files on disk 1 are written or changed
by the install command.

LOADING INSTRUCTIONS
After completing the INSTALL procedure:

From diskettes:
1. Place Disk 1 into the A drive.

2. Type: a: and press [ENTER].
3. Type: sierraand press [ENTER].

From hard disk:
1. From your root directory, type: cd \sierra and press [ENTER]

2. Type: cb and press [ENTER].

SAVING GAMES TO DISKETTES
PLEASE NOTE: If you’re playing from diskettes, you must have a separate formatted
diskette ready before you can save a game. Since each diskette can only hold a limited
number of games, we recommend that you have more than one formatted in order to
assure adequate space for save game storage.
1.Choose SAVE GAME from the File menu,or press the [F5] key. The Save Game menu
will appear.

2.Use your [Tab] key to choose CHANGE DIRECTORY. Backspace or press [Ctrl-C] to
clear the command line.

3. Type the letter of the drive you are using for saved games, followed by a colon
(Example: a:) and press [ENTER].

4. Type the name of your saved game and press [ENTER| to complete the SAVE GAME
procedure. If your disk for saving games is full, you may reformat it (this will erase the
saved games on the disk) and use it over, or use another formatted blank disk.

SAVING GAMES TO HARD DISK

If you choose to save games to the hard disk, the program will automatically try to save to the
game’s own directory. If you run out of space for saving games, try one of the following
alternatives:

1. Save additional games to a diskette.

2. Save games to a different directory by using your [Tab] key to choose CHANGE
DIRECTORY from the Save Game menu (inside the game).




3. Delete the saved games and the save game directory from your hard disk by following
DOS instructions (outside the game). The program will create a new directory for your
games.

4. Create a new hard disk directory from DOS, using DOS instructions.

ATARI ST

LOADING INSTRUCTIONS

Note: If you are using an Atari 520 ST without memory expansion, turn off all desk

accessories (rename .ACC extension .ACX) before running your Sierra game.

1. 1f you are playing the game from diskettes: place Disk 1 in drive A, open the disk by
double-clicking on its icon. Start the game by double-clicking on SIERRA.PRG.

2.1f you are playing the game from a hard disk: open the disk by double-clicking on its
icon, then open the game folder by double-clicking on the game folder icon. Start the
game by double-clicking on SIERRA.PRG.

HARD DISK INSTALLATION

Please note: More than 512K of memory is needed to run Sierra games on your Atari ST hard

disk.

1. Open the hard disk by double-clicking on its icon.

2. Create a game folder by choosing NEW FOLDER... from the File menu. Open the
new folder by double-clicking on its icon.

3. Place Disk 1 in drive A:.

4. Copy the game disk into the new game folder by dragging the drive A: icon into the
window you opened in Step 3.

5. Repeat steps 3 and 4 for each of the other game disks.

6. Put the master disks away in a safe place.

CHOOSE A MUSIC DEVICE (Optional)

Your Sierra game is initially set up to play music and sounds through the Atari ST's internal
speaker. If you have one of the supported MIDI synthesizers. you may run the MUSIC
program to have the game play music through the synthesizer.

1. Open the game disk/folder by double-clicking on its icon.

2. Run the MUSIC program by double-clicking on the MUSIC.PRG icon.



3. Select MUSIC DEVICE from the Options menu.

4. Select your synthesizer (or ATARI ST INTERNAL SOUND) by clicking on the
appropriate button, and click on OK.

5. Select INSTALL GAME from the File menu. This will replace the RESOURCE.CFG
file on your disk.

Please note: It is important to turn on your synthesizer before starting the game.

AMIGA
STALLING THE GAME

NOTE: RENAME your copies of all game disks to remove the words ‘COPY OF’ from
the disk name. If the words ‘COPY OF" are not removed from the disk names of ALL the
copies, the system will continue to ask for the original disk, and will not run the game.

1. Boot your system with WorkBench, and insert Disk 1 of your Sierra game.
2. double-click on the disk icon, then double-click on the INSTALL icon.

3. Follow the onscreen prompts, choosing your selection with the mouse by clicking
once on the item.

4. You will be asked if you wish to install the game on your hard disk. If you do not wish
the game o be installed on your hard disk, select NO. If you want to install the game on
your hard disk, select YES.

5. Using your mouse, select which hard drive you wish to install the game onto.

6. Follow the onscreen prompts to complete the installation.

LOADING INSTRUCTIONS

From Floppy Diskettes:

1. If you have less than 1 megabyte of memory for your Amiga, turn your system off and
disconnect any external drives.

2. Insert Disk 1 into drive DF0:

From Hard Disk:

1. Load WorkBench and double-click on your hard disk icon.

PLAYING THE GAME

MOVING YOUR CHARACTER

You may move your character on the screen with the [Arrow] keys, the numeric keypad, or the
mouse. To halt your character’s steps with the keypad, press the number 5, or press the last
used direction key again. Do not attempt to move the character by holding down the
direction key. This will cause the character to start and stop continuously, resulting in
very slow progress.

Using the mouse, position the arrow to where you want the character to move, then click the
left mouse button.

GAME SPEED CONTROL

At times it may be useful to slow down the speed of the game animation in order to negotiate a
tricky section, or observe something more carefully. In The Colonel's Bequest, speed is
controlled by the [+] and [-] keys, or by selecting a choice from the Speed menu, using the
mouse or [Arrow] keys.

MENUS

The Menu Bar in The Colonel’s Bequest is not visible during play. When you press [ESC], the
Menu Bar will appear at the top of your screen with several menus which can be opened to
show the command choices available to you.

KEYS TO USE IN THE MENUS

Use the left and right [Arrow] keys to open a menu, and the up and down [Arrow] keys to
highlight items within a menu. Press [ENTER] to select a highlighted command. Press [ESC]
10 return to the game without choosing a command.



SHORT CUTS FOR COMMON COMMANDS

You can use function and control keys to short cut many common commands.

[F1] Help

[F2] Toggle sound on/off

[F3], [Spacebar] Repeat previous command
[F5] Save Game

SHIFT-CLICK

SHIFT-CLICK is a feature which will allow you to look at a person, place or object using your
mouse. Place the mouse arrow on the desired person, place or object, then hold down the
[Shift] key and press the mouse button. You will now receive a descriptive message.

* Please note: Multi-button mouse users should use the RIGHT mouse button and need not
press [Shift].

USING YOUR TAB KEY

While playing Sierra games, your [Tab] key will perform two major functions. You will use it
to review the items in your inventory, and also (if you're not using a mouse) to select options
from certain menus. The following menus will require the use of the [Tab] key for highlighting
‘menu optios

1. Opening Yes, No

2. Restart Game Restart, Continue



3. Quit Game Quit, Continue

4. Save Game Save, Change Directory Cancel, Replace
5. Restore Game Restore, Cancel, Change Directory

USING THE MOUSE (optional)

Your mouse will be useful to you in moving your character, and in learning about your
surroundings. To move your character using the mouse, position the arrow to where you want
the character to move, then click the mouse button. If your mouse has more than one’button,
use the left button.

EXAMPLES OF COMMON COMMANDS

Many characters in the game will have information of one kind or another for you. To talk
with a character, type: talk to [character], ask (or tell) [character] about [character or object].
For example: talk to gertie, tell the colonel about lillian or ask lillian about the [object]. Try
different approaches. ‘Show’ an object to someone, and they may give you valuable
information. *Asking’ a character about something may evoke a different response than
“telling’ them.

You may encounter objects you need along the way. To take an object, type: take (or get) the
lobject] for example: take the note, or get the key.

Pay close attention to details. To look closely at objects, type look at the [object], for example:
look at the table. You can also use the [Shift-Click] feature described on Page 7.

You will need to use the objects you acquire as you explore. You can try different things such
as typing: use the [object], or give the [object] to [character] or show [object] to [character].
Different approaches to a puzzle may bring about a different outcome.

RETYPING COMMANDS
If you wish to repeat a command, select RETYPE from the Action menu or press the
[Spacebar] or [F3].

INVENTORY

If you wish to sce the items you are carrying, sclect INVENTORY from the Action menu, or
press [Ctrl-T] or [Tab]. A list of the items you are carrying will be displayed. To view an
object, click on its name with the mouse, or use the [Arrow] keys to highlight the name and
press [ENTER]. Press [ENTER] again, sclect OK or press [ESC] to resume play.

PAUSING YOUR GAME
If you wish to pause the game, select PAUSE from the Action menu, or press [Ctrl-P] or
[ESC]. Press [ESC] or [ENTER] to resume play.



SAVING YOUR GAME

If you wish to save your game, select SAVE from the File menu or press [FS]. To allow for
errors in ji and creative ion, we that you frequently save your
game in progress, and that you save several different games from different points as you play.
You will always want to save your game before encountering potentially dangerous situations.
You should also save your game after you have made significant progress.

PLEASE NOTE: If you’re playing from floppy disks, you must have a separate
formatted disk ready before you can save a game. We also recommend that you create
several directories or folders on your save game disk in order to assure adequate space
for save game storage.

If you choose to save games to your hard disk, we suggest that you create one or more save
game directories or folders on your hard disk. See your computer’s instructions for creating
directories or folders.

You may name your saved games using standard English phrases. For example, if you are
standing on a sandy beach, you might call your game standing on a sandy beach, or simply
beach.

RESTORING YOUR GAME

Select RESTORE from the File menu, or press [F7]. You will be prompted to select the game
you wish to restore. (On a single drive system, you will be prompted to insert your save game
disk). Highlight the desired game and select RESTORE. If the game you wish (o restore is in a
different directory, select CHANGE DIRECTORY.

QUITTING YOUR GAME
If you wish to stop playing, select QUIT from the File menu, or press [Ctrl-Q].

RESTARTING YOUR GAME
If you wish to restart your game at any time during play, select RESTART from the file menu,
or press the [F9] key. The game will begin again in the guest room shared by Lillian and Laura.

INTERACTING WITH THE COLONEL’S BEQUEST

You can generally interact with the game by typing simple commands consisting of as little as
anoun and a verb. For instance, the command get into the car can be shortened to get in car.
Unless otherwise instructed, follow all commands with [ENTER].

The Colonel’s Bequest will understand many common verbs. Here are some you might try:

LOOK CLIMB OPEN STAND
GET PUSH CLOSE GIVE
READ PLAY PULL EXAMINE
LOAD TELL SHOOT JUMP
TALK USE MOVE TAKE
PRY ASK SHOW



A message window will appear each time you enter a command, and at other times during the
game. When you have read the message, press [ENTER] to remove the window and resume
play.

TAKE NOTES as you discover clues and information. Record anything you think might be
important. Make a note of each area you visit, and include information about objects found
there, and dangerous areas nearby.

DRAW A MAP as you progress through the game. If you miss an area, you may miss an
important clue!

WATCH THE CLOCK. As you progress through the game, a clock will periodically appear
on your screen. Take note of the event and location when this occurs. This will help you to
keep track of your progress.

LOOK EVERYWHERE. When you enter a room for the first time, you will receive a
message on your screen describing the room. When you visit the room again you will need to
type: look around or look room to get the description. Look closely at all objects you
encounter.

EXPLORE cach area of the game very carefully, and be on the lookout for clues and hidden
places. Search every arca of the mansion and the grounds surrounding it. Re-visit an area
frequently, and make note of anything that has changed. Something may occur in an area while
you are clsewhere.

TALK to everyone you meet, but use discretion! Some characters will be friendly and helpful;
they may give you valuable information and advice. Others may mislead you. Try various
approaches in dealing with others. If talking to them or asking them questions yields few or no
results, show them something interesting you have found. They may have a comment that will
help you.

LISTEN closely o conversations. Useful information will pass between the other characters,
and you’ll want to pay attention to details that may help you with your investigation.

PICK UP anything that isn't nailed down. You will come across a number of objects that may
be of use to you later. You can see an inventory of items on hand by pressing the [TAB] key at
any time.

USE the items you have picked up to solve problems in the game, or to help you to make
progress and discover more clues.

BE CAREFUL, and remain alert at all times - disaster may strike in the most unlikely of

places.

SAVE YOUR GAME OFTEN, especially when you are about to try something new or

potentially dangerous. This way, if the worst should happen, you won’t have to start all over
10



again from the beginning. It is probably best to save at least one game in each act of The
Colonel's Bequest, 5o you will be able (o return to a desired point in the game. In effect, this
will enable you to travel backward through time and do things differently if you wish. After
you have restored a saved game, take note of the time of night. Refer to your notes; you will
need to repeat some actions to insure that other events will take place as they should.

DON'T GET DISCOURAGED. If you come to an obstacle that seems insurmountable, don’t
despair. Spend some time exploring another area, and come back later. Every problem in the
game has at least one solution, and some have more than one. Sometimes solving a problem
one way will make it harder to solve the next, and sometimes it will make it easier. If you get
stuck, you might try restoring a saved game from an earlier point, then choosing a different
path. If all else fails, you can buy The Colonel's Bequest hint book from the dealer who sold
you the game, or you can order directly from Sierra On-Line by calling (800) 326-6654.

BRING ALONG SOME HELP. You might find it helpful (and fun) to play the game with a
triend. Two (or more) heads are better than one at interpreting clues and solving problems.
